We received a grant of £7,000 from WREN, the charity that distributes landfill tax, to add to the £4000 that was already in our own ‘flush fund’ started by Pauline Barrett. Once the work is finished we shall need to check over the premises and tidy up around the outside of the centre before user groups move in again so there will be a working party, probably during the week of May 13.
