For a recent funeral, I was asked to read Ecclesiastes 3 from the traditional King James version and it got me thinking. Our society worships youth and creates a myth that says

old – old and time worn = bad 


The bible knows no such distinction. The seasons are more subtle and complex than that. Elders are valued for their wisdom and life experience and youths are valued for their energy, vitality and strength. There is the potential for good and bad in every season and God can use every season to bless us and make us a blessing for others. 


A number of things worked together to inform me as I pondered these things. We love to watch the programme called The Repair Shop where old broken treasures are restored. This week a man in his 80s brought a broken 8mm film projector. He also had films of his early married life and his small children that had not been watched for decades. His wife had died, and his children were grown with children of their own. The projector was repaired, and the family gathered to watch the treasured films and glorious memories of 1960s’ beach holidays. Those memories were beautiful but so was that current experience. To watch those films alone would have been only a painful nostalgia but to watch them with children and grandchildren was another new experience full of reflective meaning and beauty. A song of the 60s declared. 


‘Live a long time with each minute. Take the sweetness from within it.’ That could have been the text for The Preacher of Ecclesiastes. Let it also mark our enjoyment of the late Spring and Summer of 2019.
