I don’t know how many of you sing in the bath or shower? Maybe it is a thing you don’t even realise you are doing. Carol made gentle fun of me the other day when she overheard me singing a portion of the ‘Go Compare’ advert. The irony is that both of us find the advert irritating. 


It started me thinking of how useful songs are to help us remember. Our bible teaching for this quarter opens with a portion of the Letter to the Philippians (2 1-13). It is not immediately obvious in our English translation but it is almost certain that Paul was quoting one of the earliest Christian hymns to Jesus. I was captivated by it when I first read it as a baby Christian back in 1968 and as a result I commended it to memory. Isn’t it amazing how easy it is to remember things when you are 16! Some years after that I became a trainer for an evangelism course called Evangelism Explosion, part of which included committing about 60 bible verses to memory. What was worse is that we only had a week to do it. That evangelism programme has long since passed from favour but it is amazing how many of the verses have stayed with me and have been helpful at crisis times in my life. 


Now, I find it really hard to remember new things but most of the bible verses are still there. At our recent harvest supper, many of you did an excellent job remembering lines from hymns. They are also a resource for us to call on when we need encouragement. The Victorian poet and hymn writer Caroline Maria Noel did a great job turning Philippians 2 into a hymn so I close with a verse for our encouragement.


In your hearts enthrone Him; there let him subdue 


All that is not holy, all that is not true; 


Crown him as your captain in temptations hour. 


Let his will enfold you in its light and power.
